- National and State Champions can opt to receive a custom engraved belt buckle in lieu of the jacket.

- District, Regional, and County Champions can receive a lined Wind Shirt with embroidered HONOR
logo.

Only one award (of these three available awards) will be issued to the winner within the calendar year.
